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FEIS RULES

. AGE: Where there is an age limit for any competition, a competitor’s age shall be taken as that which

he/she has reached on or before 1st January of the year in which a competition is held.

Beginners A, B, and C are prohibited from wearing Solo Costumes.

Age Groups up to and including Under 9 are prohibited from wearing Solo Costumes, as passed at
Convention 2004.

That from U/10 upwards, in the absence of having either a solo or class costume, where they choose to
wear a skater style outfit when competing, they must wear black tights (Motion 28: 2018). This applies
to Pre-Open and Open Dancers (to be ratified at 2019 AGM).

Competitions for age groups up to and including Under 11, are not permitted after 6pm.

Children up to and including the age of 12 are prohibited from wearing face make—up.

All dancers are prohibited from wearing any form of glitter on their face.

All competitors must wear their number positioned center front, clearly displayed for Adjudicators.

In Beginners A, B and C competitions there must be a minimum of 10 Competitors, and in Pre-Open
Competitions there must be a minimum of 5 competitors, before the winner progresses to the next
grade. If there are less than these minimum numbers it is at the discretion of the Adjudicator to issue
either an award or a 1st place, based on the standard rather than the number in the competition.

Once a dancer has won a 1st prize in a competition they are not eligible for that dance in that particular
grade, for forthcoming competitions even if entries have been pre-paid.

To be eligible to compete in Championship competitors must have competed in at least one Open solo
competition excluding treble reel and both solos in Championship.

All dancers who fall in a competition are eligible to return to complete their performance and be
remarked. (Effective January 2017).

Competitors are required to be appropriately attired at all times when attending a Feis and the
Committee has the right to ensure that the Rule is adhered to.

Any form of unauthorized photography which captures a dancers’ image whilst taking part in
competition is expressly forbidden. This covers photography by means of mobile phones, tablets, video
camera, cine recorder or portable electronic devices, with or without flash facility.

Under Health and Safety, competitors are requested not to smoke whilst dressed in their dancing
costume.

Competitions may be split by the Feis organizer based on entries.
